1st instance: Redo required from student who copies and

2nd instance: Redo required from student who copies (-25%

3rd instance: zero mark for student who copies and zero mark
for student who permits copying.

In instances of collaborative work where collaboration was not
permitted, we might issue a warning the first time and apply the
same penalties the 2nd and 3rd times.

In instances of word-for-word copying from an external source,
we might require a redo/issue a warning, and perhaps offer
some coaching/assistance on how to perform the assignment
independently. 2nd and 3rd instances might have similar
consequences as above.

Suspension or Expulsion

The months of Muharram and Saffar are special months in
our history (Tarikh). These two
months, we attend the Masjid

to learn from the tragedy of
LABBAVK Imam Husayn (‘a) — these are
YA HUSSAIN the months when even the
angels weep for the family of
Sayyida Fatemah Zahra (‘a).
